Internet Advertising Week 2:  Banner Ads

Day 1

The template banner ad features five rotating slides.

Each slide represents something you want to convey in your ad

A full banner ad is 648 pixels by 60 pixels - It is long and thin

 If pictures or clip art are used it must fit into that area. and the picture must be clear.

 I used a number of pictures in each slide.  One regular square shaped picture gets skewed way out of proportion.

After banner loads, click on view, source and then print out the Notepad listing..


Get graphics 


Decide which items to promote


Determine sale price.


Decide what text to use.


Layout all five slides in the ad  on paper - text only, text and pictures or all pictures


Turn in the layout to your VP in charge

Day 2

To create a text only slide, follow these steps

 Run Microsoft Paint.  It is in the accessory group

 Adjust the drawing area to 468 pixels to 60 pixels


A.  You can drag the bottom right edge to adjust this area or

 
B.  On the menu bar, click Image, Attributes, select pixels, set width to 468 and height to 60.        Click OK

C.  Select font, size and color and style from text tool box

D.  You can get the tool box by clicking on view and check text toolbox.or right-click             drawing area.


E.  Make sure font and text fit in drawing area box.  Type your advertising message.


F.  <img src="mspaint.jpg">


G.  To save


H  Click on File 


I  Pick SAVE AS


J. Use .jpg format


K. Use look in box to find directory


L. Give file a name and save it  

Day 3

The purpose of our banner is to rotate five pictures inside the banner space of 468 pixels by 60 pixels

Take your listing of the banner.html printout.

The beginning tag of  <Html> starts the document

The title appears next between the title tags

A array is a list of similar objects.

Instead of referring to each one separately with a different variable name, an index number is assigned to each

Traditionally arrays always start with the first element as element zero

We declare the array first with the statement imgArray = new array(5);

Our array for the banner ad contains five elements (0-4)

First we create a new image object and assign the imgArray with an index of 0, imgArray[0] = new image>

The next line, imgArray[0], sets the source (src) property of this new object to a file named "slide1.jpg";

 The rest of the lines are identical.  They create a new object and then assign a picture to it

These files are the ones we create that contain text and pictures for our ad.

 The line, index = 0, sets the counter back to zero so that the images will contain to scroll

"function cycle", is a javaScript function that we will go thru all slides in our banner

 The function is called when the web page loads.  We will talk about the body onload call later

"index++"  increments the index by one each time thru the loop

When the index gets to 5, remember our last slide, the index is reset to zero

"setTimeout" is a javascript keyword.  We set the cycle function to repeat every 40000 milliseconds.

 4000 milliseconds = 4 seconds

 "return"; repeats the cycle function

 The next lines are the ones that take you to your website.

It is called  "functionGetUrl()".  Here is where you put the url of your website.  I used janetbelch.com as a location

The next lines end the function and the script part of the web site

</Head> ends the heading section

The "body on load" lines are next.  There are number of important lines here between the < and  > tags

When the page loads it goes directly to the cycle function, and sets the background color of the page to a lightgrey"

When people are viewing your banner, you want to find an easy way to direct them to your website.

You can have them click anywhere on the banner ad using the onClick event

You can just have them roll the mouse pointer over it, onMouseOver.

You can have it go to your website when the mouse pointer is moved out of the banner area with mouseOut

You can use onMouseOut, and onMouseUP  or onMouseDown to achieve the same result

Experiment with these commands to see how they work and decide which one you would like to use.

Next we want to display the first slide of our banner on the screen, <Image src = "urllink.jpg">

We want them to be able to go directly to your web site, by clicking at any time on your banner.

By clicking we call the GetUrl() function which lists the location of our site.

We name our array banner and set the size of it to 468 by 60 pixels.  Remember ad sizes from our Wikipedia reading.

We also can put a border around our ad if we wish.  Border=0 puts no border.

 The following tags end the body and the html document.

Insert the name of your first slide into the array lines and the src img space. 

Set the url for your site and decide on which method to use to direct readers to your site

 Save your file with an html extension and test it.

Turn in a printout of the banner ad listing and demonstrate it to your VP.

Remember your ad is designed to run at the top of someone else's web page.

You would probably like the web page host of your ad to carry merchandise or have services that tie in with your products

A bridal boutique might have a banner ad for honeymoon destinations, a wedding planner, resort destinations, etc

 a banner ad would qualify as a "company to company" sale

Day 4

To put images into our banner ad, we need to adjust the pictures

We are challenged based on the shape of the banner add.  It is long and skinny 468 pixels by 60 pixels

Unless we can find one very long and thin graphic we will need to put a couple of pictures in the space

If we divide 468 by 3 we get 156.  So we need to size three graphics at 156 by 60

There are a number of software packages that can reduce and adjust picture sizes,  if you have one of these packages create your graphic and make it that size.

If you do not have one of these packages you can still create graphics of this size

Right-click on the image

Click Edit

The picture will load into Microsoft's Paint program

Click on Image on the menu bar.

Use the Select tool, the one that looks like a box

Drag the area you want included in the graphic

Click Edit, Copy

Make a new Paint File

Paste your image to the drawing area.

Click on Image

Click Attributes

Select pixels

Change width to 156

Change Height to 60

Click OK

 Now we need to expand the box.  Click on Image, then attributes, set width to 468.  Leave other setting alone.

Repeat these steps again for the second and third graphics

If you wish, you can insert text using the text tool in one of the sections instead of another graphic.

Once you have all five slides finished, save the file, give a listing to your VP and then demonstrate how the banner works

Day 5

 Use the last day of the project to check over everything carefully: Spelling, Criteria of 30% off to have ad posted.

Arrange slides in the order you want them to appear

Check on colors, backgrounds, fonts styles and sizes

Check on timing loop speeds

Double check the ad size and make sure that it is 468 pixels by 60 pixels

Get VP and Instructor approval

Inform all members of the company about the promotion.

Make a list of all items in the banner ad, including the names of all the pictures used
