Dear Parent/Guardian:

Our Virtual Enterprise business is in full swing.  We are busily preparing and fundraising for our participation in the California Virtual Enterprise Trade Fair in Bakersfield on November 29 and 30th.   At this event, our students will market our business to the attendees at the Fair, estimated to be 3500 students and adults from around California.  In the past, students have considered attendance at a Trade Fair as their most memorable and educational experience.  They master real-world skills of marketing, salesmanship, presentation and professionalism.

We will be traveling by Sierra Pacific charter bus, leaving Benicia High at approximately 3:30 p.m. on November 28 and returning at approximately 9 p.m. on November 30.  While in Bakersfield, we will stay (4 to a room) at the Marriott Courtyard.   We will have at least three chaperones to ensure the safety of our students.

The students have participated in a number of fundraising events with more planned.  It is our hope that their fundraising efforts should cover the cost of the trip, with the exception of each student’s food.  However, currently there are insufficient funds to cover the cost.  We estimate that total cost per student for transportation and hotel will be $140 + meals estimated to be approximately $50.  Since we must prepay the bus, I am asking for a firm commitment from each student who plans to attend the Bakersfield Trade Fair, in the form of a $100 non-refundable deposit.  If a student, for ANY reason, does not attend the Trade Fair, their deposit will be forfeited.  All students who attend will receive reimbursement of their deposit up to the amount in their fundraising account as of November 15.
