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	Introduction

	The California Network of Virtual Enterprise provides opportunities for students and teacher/facilitators to attend events such as workshops and trade fairs. Attendance at these events is a privilege. The expectation is that everyone in attendance understands the importance of appropriate conduct and behavior. The VE Code of Conduct outlines the standards, expectations and consequences for conduct and behavior at all VE sponsored events. 

	

	Acceptable Conduct

	Professional Conduct for Event: 
Respectful behavior towards others' opinions, property, space, and time. 

Recommended Attire for Event: 
Male: Collared shirt, dress slacks, and tie, or company uniform; matching socks, clean shoes. Pants fit around the waist; no baggies. Remove visible body piercing jewelry. (One small earring is acceptable.) 
Female: Dress, pantsuit, dress slacks, skirt, blouse, or company uniform; appropriate undergarments, pantyhose, dress shoes. Skirt length should be no shorter than 2" above the knee. Attire should not be sheer or revealing. 

	

	Unacceptable Conduct

	Unacceptable Conduct for Event: 
Use or possession of tobacco, alcohol, illicit drugs, and/or weapons. Public displays of affection, inappropriate language, loud and boisterous behavior, horseplay, fighting, or unauthorized departure from assigned location. 

Attire Not Recommended for Event: 
Male: Jeans, T-shirt (unless official company uniform), tank-top, baggy pants, dirty shoes, shorts 
Female: Short skirt or dress (shorter than 2" above the knee), tank-top, shorts, jeans, casual pants, sheer and/or revealing clothing, fishnet stockings 

	

	Consequences For Unacceptable Behavior

	Consequences for violations of the VE Code of Conduct may include the following: 

  Official VE Code of Conduct Violation Notice to school administrator stating unacceptable conduct and resulting consequences. 

  Deduction of points from VE company rating. Amount of deduction will reflect the seriousness of the offense. Minimum deduction will be 10% per individual per offense. Multiple individuals from a VE involved will result in more severe penalties. 

The following violations may result in your firm or company's loss of future participation in VE events, and may result in your suspension from your school site. 
Possession and/or use of weapons, alcohol, and illicit drugs. Fighting, vandalism, unauthorized departure from assigned location.
